CC5 Straightedge Measurement Plan
· Straightedge Length: The twelve feet straightedge would be used.

· Profile Line: Eighteen profile lines at north side would be measured (follow the blue solid paint lines: already prepared).

· Frequency (“when”): Based on the conversation with Navneet Garg, (like we did before for CC3) we might do at every “0” position for the first wander. The others would be decided depending on the rut depth observations.
· Measurement Using “Between” Method
· Allow the straightedge to rest on the two highest points and then measure / record maximum deflection in between the two supporting points.
· Eighteen profile lines at north side would be measured by following the blue solid paint lines. However, only the spots 16 feet away from the centerline would be monitored before starting trafficking.

· Three points, 1/3 (about 20 ft from the centerline), profile centerline (about 15 ft from the centerline), 1/3 (about 10 ft from the centerline), would be measured during the trafficking.
